


ENLIGHTENMENT PHILOSOPHE ESSAY & MAGAZINE COVER ASSIGNMENT

Due: October 6, 2014
For your Unit 2 essay and project, you will be answering the following question in a five-paragraph essay: How did the Enlightenment Shape Society? You will answer this question by examining 3 main ways that the enlightenment shaped society for your essay. Then, you will focus on one of the main philosophes of the era and highlight them as a feature for a cover of Time Magazine. In order to do this, you will…
1. Research the enlightenment using credible online sources (no ‘wiki’ websites! Look for .edu’s!). Focus on the ideas about government and society. 
2. Once you have a firm grasp on the ideas of the enlightenment, you must write a five paragraph essay, answering the question: How did the Enlightenment shape society? 

3. Finally, you will choose one philosophe that you believe best represents the Enlightenment and create a Time Magazine cover featuring that philosophe using the approved template. 
In addition, your essay must meet the following requirements:

a. be 5 paragraphs (5-7 sentences per paragraph);
b. have a clear and well-defined thesis statement;
c. must demonstrate correct grammar and correct spelling;
d. be typed – double spaced and in 12 point Times New Roman font; and,

e. include a works cited page showing your sources.
